the period after World War II

colonialism

a government policy of imperial
conquest (see imperialism) or the
founding of colonies to gain new
territories for occupation so as to
exploit the resources and people of
that territory



colony
the territory

controlled by an
imperial power

community

a group of people with a
strong shared interest about

country
a sovereign state in the
world system of states,

coup d'état
the sudden overthrow of
a government through
unconstitutional means

by military

devolve
grant powers from the central

government of a state to
